e Navy shorts for boys.
e Navy shorts, skort or skirt for
girls.

Students MUST wear covered footwear
with laces or Velcro and a non-slip sole.
e Black school shoes.
e Active footwear — runners/
joggers.
Socks should be worn — black, navy or
white.

Brightly coloured shoes, street shoes,
high top sneakers, canvas shoes, slip on
or ballet style flats, pumps, open toe
shoes or thongs are NOT permitted.

Additional winter uniform items:

e Navy jacket or jumper with
school logo.

e Navy tracksuit pants.

e Skivvies under uniform —navy,
red or white.

e Full length navy leggings.

e Non-logo navy jackets and
jumpers are also acceptable.

NO coloured jumpers or jumpers with
brand names or pictures.
Jeans are NOT permitted.

The wearing of jewellery is limited to:

e A watch.

e Earrings — one pair of studs or
small sleepers. Other face/body
piercings are NOT acceptable for
school due to safety issues.

e Medical alert bracelet.

Necklaces, wrist bangles and anklets are
NOT to be worn.

Hair that is shoulder length or longer should
be tied back (to prevent the spread of head
lice.)

Hair should be natural in colour

Hair bands, hair ties, head bands and other
hair accessories should be minimal and black
or navy only.

Make up is NOT acceptable for school

Nail polish is NOT acceptable for school
